The project
was constructed with a post-
tensioned concrete frame and
a glass curtain wall enclosure.
The interior offers a stunning
entryway and 322 offices. An
adjacent two-story parking
structure was also completed
together with a 300' roadway
and 80' bridge that provides a
pedestrian and vehicle thor-
oughfare over a manmade
lake.
